Keys To Successful Praying
1. Luke 15:11-20.
a) What is Father God's response when we go to Him?

Ans: 
Our Father demonstrates His great love and compassion for us by running 



toward us, hugging and kissing us. He is constantly waiting and watching for 



our return to Him, more than willing to welcome us back.


Also note that the Father did not wait for his son to say anything before receiving him – 

abundant and extravagant love of the Father. We must have the right Father image of 

God, as expressed in the Bible. Otherwise, we will not want to go and pray to God.

b) What should be our attitude when we come before our Father?


Ans: 
We must confess our sins, forsake them, and submit ourselves to God's love 



and mercy (true repentance).

2. Heb 5:7, Matt 26:39,42.
a) What was Jesus' attitude and motivation when He prayed to Father God?


Ans: 
Jesus was always submissive and reverent in the fear of God. He was 



motivated to do God's will, and not His own will. Jesus obeyed God at all costs.

b) Prayer is not a way to tell God what to do, and try to get Him to do what we want. Prayer is a way for God to use us as His instruments to do what He wants. Discuss.


Ans: 
Prayer is intelligent partnership with God. Our Senior Partner, the Holy Spirit, 


leads us to pray according to God's 8,000 promises expressed in His Word. 


The first request in The Lord's Prayer states, "Thy kingdom come, Thy will be 


done on earth, as it is in heaven." God's will should always come first.


Qn: What about new christians who are uncertain of God's will in their situation?

· Romans 8:28-29. Let the Holy Spirit pray with us, through us, and for us.

· Consult Godly counsellors.

· God, the ultimate Father, will make every provision possible for His children to determine His will as long as they are open and willing to do it. John 7:17.

3. Matt 21:22, Mark 11:24, Heb 11:6, Rom 10:17.
a) How do we pray with faith towards God?


Ans: 
We must first find out and determine what God's will is, according to His Word 



and Holy Spirit. And then we pray along this line confidently. The initiative in 



prayer must originate from God, and not from us.

b) How can we increase our faith and have more successful praying?

Ans: 
Firstly, we must be saturated with God's Word (Romans 10:17). We must 


develop the ability to hear and obey God's voice. Ask God for a hearing heart, 


just like King Solomon did. Prayer is a two-way communication, and of the two, 


it is more important to hear from God. 



Secondly, we can build up our most holy faith by praying in the Holy Spirit. Jude 20.
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
